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INTRODUCTION

The confusing problems of the names of fishes confront scientists and laymen
alike in Thailand as elsewhere in this world. Especially vexing are the contradic-
tions in common names as given by different groups of fishing folks of various
places, and the use of the same name for several different fishes.

The facts prevail that many of the common names of fishes in any country
are more or less localized with some names confined to pinpoint localities and that
most native names of fishes are generic rather than specific. In Thailand, for
example, the term pla kod or sea catfish represents at least eight species of T'achysurus.
Another example is the native name pla lin ma which is used indiscriminately for
most of the many species of tongue fishes of the genus Cynoglossus.

To assist temporarily in clarifying these difficulties, I have devoted, since
1942, considerable attention to the common vernacular names of fishes of Thailand
in Thai and English. Due to the hardship in the identification of the fishes to
which the names are applied and the confusion of using them, I have found it an
arduous and time consuming task, with the result far from complete or accurate
and with room for much improvement.

In this publication the zoological names have not been revised in accordance
with the law of priority but after what appears in the references available. Many
English common names already known and colloquial names wherever found have
been submitted in the list, under each of which is given the scientific equivalents of
the fish in question. In order to make it more valuable to persons interested in
the collection and classification of fishes, many names of fishes that frequent
neighboring waters and are possibly present in Thai waters have been added.

To the visiting scientists, housewives, travelers, students of Thai fishes, people
engaged in any aspect of the Thai fisheries industries as well as to the intellectually
curious, I hope that this list of names may be serviceable and stimulating.

The author is very grateful to Rector Insee Chandrastitya for his approval
of the publishing of this work. To Professor Karl F. Lagler the author is
especially indebted for his valuable advice and criticism in the preparation of
the manuscript. The author also wishes to thank those who helped in getting
the book through the press, including the following Miss Suri Vimollohakarn,
Miss Vantana Yoo-sukh and Miss Pa-ob Chanapai all of the College of Fisheries
aided in reading proof and Miss Panom Thienmanoj assisted in typing the
manuscript. Finally Mr. Visidh Boonlee, deserves special mention for his artistic
design of the book cover and the execution of 'the diagramatic drawings to which
the book owes much of its attractiveness.
