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Background and Obijectives: Thailand has become a
member of ASEAN economic community (AEC) since
2015, creating opportunities for Thai people in many

aspects. English language, thus, becomes more important
for the State members to communicate. Improvement of
English language is considered by most organizations,
including medical professions. This study aimed to
examine learning needs for English language and opinions
about individual English skills and learning preferences.
Methods: A descriptive study was conducted in 1,641
medical students and residents enrolling in Srinagarind
hospital, Faculty of Medicine, Khon Kaen University,
which was sampled by stratified random sampling to 183.
A self-administered questionnaire was utilized. Data were
analyzed for frequency, proportion, percentage, median,
interquartile range, and 95% confidence interval.
Results: The overall response rate was 81.9% (150/183).
The participants’ need for English language was 77.8%
(95% CI 70.1%, 84.0%), in which in the pre-clinical
students, clinical students, and residents were 74.3%,
79.5%, and 83.8%, respectively. Listening, speaking,
reading, writing and vocabulary skills were in average
range in each group. Preferable teachers were being both
native speakers and medical professions (53.4%). The
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most preferred media for self-learning English was online
(50.7%), followed by applications (42.6%).
Conclusions: Three fourths of the pre-clinical medical
students, and four fifth of the clinical medical students,
and residents, need further learning in English language.
The most preferred media for self-learning English was
online, followed by applications.
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
