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Background and Obijective: Patient’s awareness of

their childhood vaccination history is a method to reduce
unnecessary vaccination. It was found that in one area
with 100 percent coverage of childhood vaccination, there
were 26 clients aged 12-22 with wounds who had received
unnecessary tetanus vaccines. The purpose of this study
was to study knowledge and awareness of childhood
vaccination among junior high school students who recently
received the last tetanus vaccine during the sixth grade.
Methods: This was a descriptive study in 228 junior high
school students in extended schools Non ThaiDistrict in
NakhonRatchasima province using self-administrated
questionnaire. Descriptive statistics were analyzed.
Results: Only 53.2% of respondents were aware of their
childhood vaccines. Among the respondents who reported
that they had received vaccines in childhood, 38.3% knew
from their parents, 32.7% knew from their vaccination
records, and 29% knew about vaccines from their
teachers.

Conclusion: The results show that there are slightly
more than half of junior high school students know their
vaccination history.
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
