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Abstract
There was a long campaigned history for people with disabilities in Taiwan. The

updated act was enacted to protect the legal rights, interests, and livelihood of the disabled and
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to secure their opportunity to participate in the social life fairly such as the establishment of
Rehabilitation Aid Centers in many counties and cities. These institutions actively involved in
acting as an agent for assistive consultations, assessments, and other services to access
special medical professional. Furthermore, policy of assistive devices development was
established for practice according to People with Disabilities Rights Protection Act 2007. Center
of Assistive Technology Resources and Popularization (CATRP) was established in 2001. The
missions of CATRP are to promote services, systems and policies of assistive technology and
to enhance integration and development of assistive technology resources from industries,
governments, academic institutions and non-profit organizations in the nation.

The service systems for people with disabilities in Taiwan are coordinated by public
agents, private institutions, medical professional, academic staffs and technicians. So people
with disabilities’ right have been admitted in practice such as the access to assistive devices
(renting/borrowing), assistive technology centers establishing in local areas. CATRP provides
local, national and international information for people with disabilities about financial support

and assistive devices which are easy to access so that the use of these resources are efficient.
