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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study: 1) the soft skills required by employers,
2) employer satisfaction with students’ work performance, 3) student satisfaction with soft- skills
enhancement activities integrating general education, cooperative education, and work- integrated
learning, and 4) the development guidelines for enhancing soft skills of Rajapruk University students
based on high value-added industry groups. The research instruments consisted of: 1) a survey on
essential soft skills for work, 2) an employer satisfaction evaluation form regarding student work
performance, 3) a student satisfaction evaluation form regarding soft-skills enhancement activities,
and 4) an interview form for experts' opinions on guidelines for soft- skills development. The data
were collected from three sample groups. Groups 1 and 2 were selected using a quota sampling
method based on industry groups. Group 1 comprised 116 representatives of establishments, and
Group 2 comprised 129 students who undertook internships in the first semester of the 2023
academic year. Group 3 consisted of five experts who validated the appropriateness of the proposed
soft- skills development guidelines. Data were analyzed using frequency, percentage, mean, and
standard deviation.

The results showed that: 1) The most urgently required skill in the medical hub industry
was Leadership and Social Influence (M = 5.00). The aviation and logistics, digital, and workforce-
and-education industry groups required Resilience, Stress Tolerance, and Flexibility (M = 4.35,
4.57, and 4. 69, respectively). The high-income and medical tourism industry groups required
both Communication Skills and Resilience, Stress Tolerance, and Flexibility (M = 5.00). 2) Employers
were highly satisfied with students’ overall work performance (M = 4.36). 3) Students were highly
satisfied with soft-skills enhancement activities integrating CWIE (M = 4.36) and with their overall
skills (M = 4.30). 4) The quidelines for soft-skills development were categorized into five approaches
based on the contexts of high value-added industries, and these were integrated into five general
education courses and three cooperative and work-training courses.
