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Survival the Struggle for of the Homeless

In Chainat Municipality Chainat Province
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Abstract

The objective of this research were to study the struggle for survival method of the
homeless in Chainat municipality, Chainat province by using qualitative research in-depth
interview and document analysis. The target group is 9 people who are homeless and poor
in Chainat municipality, Chainat province by using snowball method, observation and
interview form. The data obtained are analyzed by using content analysis.

The research revealed that the causes of poverty were low education which only
primary school level. Moreover, loss of social discipline, physical and psychological illnesses
were the other factors which led to the poverty as well. As a consequence, poor people had
to confront with hardship in living such as poor accommodations and jobs. In addition, low
education was the important factor which caused them to earn low incomes because they
could not work in better positions which allowed them to earn higher rate of wages or
salaries. As a result, these people could not improve the lives’ qualities of their families and
themselves. Moreover, it was found that these poor people were in dept, divorced and used
to have accidents making a depression, lacking in capital, land and home. Some of them
were unable to reach facilities and having health problems. Although all of these made them
felt hurtful, they were not jealous, pessimistic and did not want to be social burden. This was
not because of the government sectors but families which helped to cheer them up to be
patient and strong.

For the suggestions in solving poverty, the provincial governor’s office of Chainat
should collect and analyse the data in order to employ the results in solving the poverty
systematically. In addition, the government sectors and related organisations should significantly
focus in three issues. Firstly, “accommodations” would be focused by creating the
permanent accommodations for vagrants. Secondly, “healthcare” must be provided to poor
people by allowing local healthcare officers to look after and inform healthcare’s knowledge
for poor people. Finally, occupational development could be done by developing the
occupations to be compatible with the poor people, who were the target group, and the
labour markets in the current time.
