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Market Orientation and Service Innovation of Sport Business: Fitness

Center in Thailand

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Abstract

This article is an academic article discussing the concepts of market orientation that
could lead to the service innovation in the fitness center business which is considered an
important sector providing employment opportunity through a variety of professions in sports
business. In Thailand, sport business could also be regarded as one of the national economy
driver. The growth rate of fitness centers in Thailand has been rather stable, resulting in higher
competition. Development of service innovation is thus important to the fitness center business.

Major consideration that should be included in market focus are concerning availability
of information in response to customers’ search, and the integration of information in order to
feed the information back to potential customers. The marketing orientation concerning innovative
market communication is hence considered an important factor leading to appropriate positioning
of the fitness center according to demand in the market. That is to say, this commercial
innovation is related to both market orientation regarding contextual and innovative development.
In terms of immediate innovation development, the major aim is on prompting the market with
immediate responses while gradual innovative development is focusing on long term competition.

Abstract

Sustainable Development is considered an alternative approach or concept which
gradually gained more and more attention and become as a global development agenda.
In September 25, 2015, the 70" UN General Assembly had approved the agenda of
“Transformation our world: The 2030 agenda for sustainable development” with 17 Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs). For Thailand, Thai Government has adopted the Sustainable
Development Agenda and SDGs as a guideline for development according to the 12th National
Economic and Social Development Plan and the National Strategy. Finally, according to
Sustainable Development Report it has been found that Thailand’s development results from
SDG Index in 2019, Thailand received 73 out of 100, and was ranked at 40 out of 162
countries, considered No. 1in ASEAN. In addition, the goal with the best score appeared to be
Goal 1: End Poverty; whereas Goal 9: Industry, Innovation and Infrastructure was found to be
the goal with the least score.

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A variety of New Public Management concepts and

the Future of Public Management

Abstract

The new public management concepts have been developed since 1980 and in active
until the present time. Throughout all these years and from the views of many scholars, the
concepts have evolved in a variety of aspects including definition, scope, and content. The
wide variety of new public management concepts also provide government sector and scholars
with wider views as well as raising their awareness of the changes arising at the moment.
Therefore, the paradigm shift for new management appropriate to 21 century could be
initiated and implemented to achieve optimum efficiency. The new public management also
results in reformation in many countries. It can be observed that new public management
concepts are widely devised to mobilize the administration of their government toward the
better efficiency.

Within a wide variety of concepts related to new public management, both positive
and negative feedbacks and criticisms can also be found; such as the concept of regarding
people as customer or clients which leads to a controversial debate. Public management is yet
different from business administration, regarding citizenship of the people. Therefore, the shift
of governing and administrating to providing service for the citizen should be initiated following
the new public management concepts. Furthermore, the concept of good governance is considered
an option to bridge the gap relating to new public management implementation difficulty.
Combination and implementation of these aforementioned new public management concepts
to maintain better balance can increase public benefits. In addition, this better service should
be made accessible for all with fairness and equity. Learning about new public management
concepts with critical thinking can lead to larger integration of new concepts that help fulfill
government organizations with more alternatives and solutions for making the future of public
management a success.

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The Double Pagodas in Ayutthaya Period

Abstract

The article discusses a study of fine arts in Ayutthaya province, with primary purpose
to examine the layout system of sacred architecture during Ayutthaya period. The examination
of their forms, size, and location according to history process was conducted to determine their
period of construction.

This present study focuses on two main aspects including: 1) construction trends of
double pagodas; and 2) background and rationale behind the construction of double pagodas.
The first aspect concerning the construction trends of double pagodas in middle Ayutthaya
period was determined based on their locations and forms. In terms of their locations, they
were found to be located at the front and back of a roofed building. Regarding their forms, it
could be observed that double pagodas were built in many forms including Prang Pagodas,
Cornered Square Pagodas, Bell Pagodas, and Octagon Pagodas. These demonstrated the
development of fine arts in the middle Ayutthaya period which closely related to the second
point on background and rationale behind the construction of double pagodas in middle
Ayutthaya period. In addition, it could be observed in the development of sacred architecture
layout in middle Ayutthaya period that the main pagodas were diminished in size and
signification whereas the roofed buildings in Buddhist temple appeared to receive more
attention. As a result, double pagodas could be found to only serve as decorative pagodas in
middle Ayutthaya period.

Abstract

The purposes of this research were: 1) to compare the learning achievement of students
before and after the implementation of LT technique of cooperative learning in a course on
creativity and business innovation; and 2) to examine students’ satisfaction with the implementation
of LT technique in the aforementioned course. The population in this study covered 42 third year
undergraduate students majoring in Management studying in the first semester of the academic
year 2018 of Chandrakasem Rajabhat University. The obtained data were analyzed using mean,
percentage, standard deviation, and t-test.

The results of the study were as follows: 1) the post learning achievement of the students
who participated in this study was found to be higher than that of the pre-learning achievement
at the 0.5 level of statistical significance; and 2) the satisfaction of students was found to be
at high level after the implementation of LT technique cooperative learning.

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Decision-making in Start-up Business of Generation Y at the Eastern

Economic Corridor

Abstract

This research aimed at investigating the decision-making and causal factors controbuting
to decision-making in start-up business in the group of generation Y studying in the area of
Eastern Economic Corridor. In this survey study, the opinions of the 4" year university students
studying management in the universities located in the Eastern Economic Corridor area were
examined. The result showed that generation Y in the Eastern Economic Corridor area intended
to run start-up businesses whereas most of them decided to gain experiences by working in
organizations before establishing their own companies. Causal factors of generation Y decision—
making in start-up business in the Eastern Economic Corridor area were in accordance with
the Shapero’s Entrepreneurial Event (SEE) model which comprised of perception of desirability,
propensity to act, and perception of feasibility. In addition, surrounding factors that could
support start-up business included knowleage disimination and consultation from the universities,
and image of start-up business.

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Retail Management Influencing Consumers’ Purchasing Decision

in Bangkok and Metropolitan Area
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Abstract

This study was conducted to: 1) examine the retail management and 2) investigate
the relationship between the retail management and consumers’ purchasing decisions in
Bangkok and metropolitan area. The samples consisted of 424 consumers who have recently
purchased products from a retail store. Questionnaires were used in the data collection. The
data were analyzed using descriptive statistic including percentage, means, and standard
deviation. In addition, t-test, One-way Analysis of Variance (ANOVA) and Pearson Correlation
were computed to verify the relationship between the retail management and consumers’
purchasing decisions.

It could be observed in the findings that, the majority of the participants (76.2%)
were single females between the age of 31-40 with bachelor’s degree, and average monthly
incomes of 10,001-30,000 baht. In addition to the overall investigation, the retail management
could impose a high level of influence to consumers’ purchasing decisions. Further, Type-|
hypothesis test revealed that the differences in personal factors among genders resulted in
different post-purchase behaviors, which could then affect their purchasing decisions.
Likewise, consumers with different education and income levels appeared to have different
needs, and thus their purchasing patterns could be found different. This difference could be
observed to have a statistical significance at the level of 0.05. Finally, the results of type-II
hypothesis test could be described as follows: the retail management was found to be in
relation to the purchasing decision (r = .430). In five dimensions; which included demand or
problem recognition (r = .392), information searching (r = .312), alternative appraisal (r =
.233), purchasing decision (r = .323), and post purchase behavior (r = .284) were found to
have a statistical significance relation at the level of 0.05.

Abstract

The purpose of this research was to assess social activities based on the philosophy
of sufficiency economy project in terms of context, input, process, and product evaluation. The
assessment model entitled CIPP Model was employed in this program assessment. In addition,
the instruments used for collecting data were including: a five point Likert Scale questionnaire,
document analysis, and focus group. Data from questionnaire were statistically analyzed using
the frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation; while document and focus group
data were analyzed using content analysis.

It could be observed in the research results that in context evaluation, objectives of the
project were consistent with the policies of the supervisory authorities. Furthermore, input evaluation
implied that there was sufficient input to carry out activities according to the project. In addition, it
was also found that the outcomes were at high level after the implementation of the program.
Evaluation results were as follows: (1) the context evaluation was rated at a high level with
contribution from the items concerning the fact that the project was consistent with the sufficiency
economy philosophy and also raising the level students' knowledge and experience; (2) input
evaluation was rated at a high level with contribution from items concemning the implementation of
projects which was in accordance with government regulations and adequate project budget; (3)
process evaluation was rate at a high level with contribution from items concerning activities suitable
for the project, benefits regarding students” knowledge and moral development; and cooperation with
external organizations and communities; (4) product evaluation was rated at a high level with
contribution from items concerning development and promotion of unity among the students, public
mind, Dharma, morality, ethics, good leadership and good followers and students could adjust to live
happily in society. And project objectives achievement was students had learned and practiced:
Dharma morality and ethics, public mind, love harmony, good characteristics of leadership and good
fellowship that could foster ability to smoothly coexist with others at a high level.

The participants of this study consisted
of 25 male and female young learners aged from 4 to 5 years, studying in the second
semester of kindergarten 2, in the academic year of 2018, at Wat Chaloem PhraKiat
School (Phiboon Bamrung), Bang Si Mueang Sub-district, under the govern of Nonthaburi
Primary Education Office Area 1. Twelve lesson plans of roleplay story-telling instructional
activities and the test of citizenship in young learners were employed as research
instruments. Descriptive statistics including mean and standard deviation were computed
to analyse the data.

The results of the study revealed that young learners who participated in Roleplay
story-telling instructional activities had higher test scores of than those who did not
participate in the activities.

The research findings were: 1) the causal factors of sufficiency development in junior
high school students under Bangkok Metropolitan Administration included the group of Psycho-
Trait variables, or Psycho-Situation varidbles which could explain 39.6% of Sufficient-Psycho for,
and accounted for 34.6% to 37.8% of Sufficiency Behavior. The following variables including
Sufficiency Self-Discipline, Sufficiency Social Support, Belief in Internal Locus of Control of
Reinforcement, Attitudes toward Sufficiency, Sufficiency School Atmosphere, and Locus of
Control were considered important explanatory variables. 2) The Administrative Model for the
development of the sufficiency could be conducted according to the sufficiency causal factors
regarding Psycho-Behavioral Science Method, and implemented through 4M-Administrative
Resources in cyclical procedure of Deming (P-D-C-A); and 2) the derived model was approved
to be practical by the experts with average scores of 90.00% to 92.14% in individual aspects
and 90.89% for overall aspects which was considered above the preset standards of 70/75.
