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Abstract
This survey study aimed to understand the opinions of students and staffs at Mahasarakham University(MSU) on the
Act on Protection of Reproductive Health Act Draft. The draft discussespregnancy during study and on leave. The
sample consisted of three groups: 1,019 students, 66 staffs and 9 executive staffs:

The result of the survey research found that students and staff agree with the contents of the Reproductive
Health Protection Act Draft, (Section 12) which allows pregnant teenagers to attend during study and on leave. They
have 2 different opinions which are; Firstly, 62.1% staffs and 77.7% executive staffs will encourage teens to have
sex prematurely. The students do not encourage teens to have sex prematurely (67.6 %). secondly, 60.6% staffs and

66.7% executive staffs will encourage more teenage pregnancy. 67% students do not. 89.8% students, 77.3% staffs
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and 77.7% executive staffs agree that Mahasarakham University would allow students who become pregnant during

study and regularly return to school after giving birth. The results also reflect the opinions inconsistently with each

group and should be understandable topics.
